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The lessons that are presented here are from a variety of writings and sources. Thanks to the brothers that aided and sent me material especially Richard Roblee, Jay Leonard and Dan Siddall

Lesson Plan

Introduction (The Grand Master asked for help in developing a short educational plan that would aid the lodges in furthering our understanding of the Craft as well as creating dialogue and enthusiastic participation within each of our lodge meetings 

We have chosen 10 lessons to be used during the year at your meetings.

The readings need to be assigned to members of the lodge to spread the ownership of the work and add participation of sideline members 

We need your feed back on what I have gathered and will readily take suggestions to make this activity beneficial for your lodge

A good lesson design engages the target audience through directed questions  (Example questions are at the beginning.  Assign a reading (long) before the meeting to a designated brother and have him develop different questions if desired. 

Following the reading lesson, questions are again suggested to aid in discussion but are only a guideline for closure of the lesson.

Feed back from the Brethren is necessary to see if this approach has merit and answers the needs of the lodge for continued education and understanding. 
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Instructions for Masonic Lodge Education Program

This program has been designed as an easy to use education program for the next Grand Lodge Year.  Included are a number of papers, which are to be read during the stated meetings of your Lodge.  These papers cover a number of Masonic Subjects as well as other items of interest to the Lodge.  The attached format should be used when presenting these programs.

1)
Hand out copies of the programs to the Brothers assigned to present them in advance.  Make sure that they are aware that one of them will be reading the short paper and one will be leading the discussions on that paper.  

2)
Make sure they know the presenters are supposed to read through the paper before presenting it or leading the discussion.

3)
Do not have the secretary read the papers.  Even though we love to hear his voice we hear it often enough.  It is okay for him to lead the discussion.

4)
Make sure the Lodge is at ease or free from restraint for the presentation of the paper and for the discussion.  This will allow the Brothers to gather on one side of the Lodge and will ultimately encourage discussion.

5)
Change the Brothers who are to present the papers.  This will allow a wide range of voices to be heard and may provide some very interesting discussions.

6)
The papers are between 7 and 10 minutes long and plan for at least 10 – 15 minutes for the discussion.  In some Lodges and for some papers, the Brothers may very well extend that period for discussion by their actions.

7)
One option is the development of a set of questions to be read by the Brother who will lead the discussion before the paper is presented.

8)
Another option is to get the Lodge members to write down what they know about the paper for that evening and then have them fold the paper and listen to the reading.  While not a test, it can stimulate a number of ideas and points for discussion.
