 Three candidates, Corby K. Christensen, Paul A. Gehrman, Jr., and James, M. Rees, were 
received into membership.  The Lodge Lecture was delivered by Knight David A. Grindle, the 
Chapter by Knight James G. Coxen, the Council by Knight Ronald G. Berto, and the 
Commandery by Knight James L. Curtis.
